MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS

The Board voted to approve minutes of the April 28, 2005 meeting. Board member Champlin was not present for this vote.

APPLICATIONS

James B. Gaetano, Southington, CT – D-2 Application – Denied

The Board voted to deny Mr. Gaetano’s application due to lack of required notarized statement from his (D-1) Limited Contractor of record attesting to his occupational related dates and duties of employment, letter of apprenticeship completion, and CFC certification. Board member Champlin was not present for this vote. 
CORRESPONDENCE

New Haven Register – Correspondence dated 5/23/05, regarding David Ronald Polifka, owner of a heating and cooling company in Shelton, CT who was ordered to pay nearly $500,000 in penalties and restitution and had his license revoked for numerous instances of performing “incompetent” work and accepting payment for work never performed.

House Bill No. 6827 – Proposed act concerning penalties for violations of apprentice permit and occupational licensing laws.
REQUEST FOR LICENSE REINSTATEMENT

Joseph Cavallaro, III – Mr. Cavallaro appeared before the Board today to request reinstatement of his (S-1) Unlimited Contractor license revoked 6-7 years ago. Mr. Cavallaro could not elaborate on the history or nature of his license revocation. The Board suggested Mr. Cavallaro make a request to DCP business office for information concerning his revoked license, any penalties or restitution due and a copy of the Board’s decision. The Board further suggested Mr. Cavallaro complete an application for reinstatement of his (S-1) license and provide a copy of final decision concerning his bankruptcy claim in order for the Board to make an informed decision on this matter. . Board member Champlin was not present for this matter.

STIPULATIONS

In the Matter of Patrick M. Hume

Docket No. 05-396

The Board unanimously voted to accept a Stipulation on the above matter, consisting of a Cease and Desist Order and a Civil Penalty in the amount of $100.00. . Board member Champlin was not present for this vote.

In the Matter of Edward Bartelli

Docket No. 05-397

The Board unanimously voted to accept a Stipulation on the above matter, consisting of a Cease and Desist Order and a Civil Penalty in the amount of $500.00. . Board member Champlin was not present for this vote.

“FUME HOOD” HANDLING AND INSTALLATION

This matter was discussed at the Board’s 4/22/04, 10/28/04, 2/24/05 and 4/28/05 meeting. 

The Board voted unanimously at their 4/28/05 meeting to continue this matter to today’s meeting in order to access their legal counsel from the Attorney Generals Office concerning this matter, in order to address the concern of various industries and DCP Director Richard M. Hurlburt, who had requested the Board consider licensing jurisdiction over such work, which resulted in two drafts dated 4/22/04 and 10/28/04. In addition, Attorney David M. S. Shaiken, representing Sheet Metal Workers’ International Association Local Union No. 40, has made statements that there are legal considerations that the Board must consider prior to rendering its decision on this matter.
The Heating, Piping, Cooling and Sheet Metal Work Examining Board has requested  the Attorney Generals Office provide them with legal counsel to address this matter as well as Attorney Shaiken’s questions and concerns at its next meeting scheduled for Thursday, June 23, 2005.
This matter was continued discussion concerning this matter at today’s meeting, with input from the public present, Board, Board’s legal counsel, AAG Raul Rodriguez and  Attorney Steven C. Sosensky. After continued discussion and input on this matter, the Board voted to reconsider their previous decisions. Board member Foster made a motion and seconded by Board member Leggo, to reconsider the two previous drafts of 4/22/04 & 10/2804 concerning this matter and  have Chapter 393 of the Connecticut General Statutes, Section 20-332-1 (y) as the jurisdictional language for sheet metal work in the state of Connecticut. Board member Foster, Leggo, Champlin, Rosario, and Barrieau voted in favor of the motion. Board member Benoit was opposed.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 12:48 P.M.
