McCarthy vs Cimini- Patricia & Erick McCarthy represented by Attorney Brian J. Wheelin
appeared before the Commission to request a refund from the Real Estate Guaranty Fund.

Assistant Attorney General Alan Ponanski stated “The following statement is neither an opinion
of the Attorney General nor is it an opinion of the Office of the Attorney General but is merely
an opinion of its author.”

Based upon both the affirmative vote and interpretation by the Real Estate Commission, pursuant
to CGS 20-324a entitled” Real Estate Guaranty Fund”, to approve a second application for
reimbursement by the McCarthy family from the Guaranty Fund for a second separate real estate
transaction involving fraud by a licensed real estate broker; and based upon my review of the
same, | agree with the decision of the Commission that a second payment should be approved
and payment made from the Guaranty Fund in this matter based upon the two distinct
circumstances of the frauds committed and judgment of the court of the same”.

It was moved by Commissioner Kronen, Commissioner Ells 2™, and the vote carried to
award the McCarthy’s Twenty One Thousand, Six Hundred, and Forty Five Dollars
($21,645.00) from the Guaranty Fund.

S. APPEARING BEFORE THE COMMISSION

a. James Kyle and Education Provider presented concerns to the Commission regarding the
Appraisal Principle course required for Broker license. Mr. Kyle thinks the Appraisal Procedure
Course is a better course and should be the required course. Commissioner Ogrodnik suggested
that an opinion be sought from the CT Real Estate Appraisal Commission.

However, she still needs to take another 30 hours
of Principles & Practice from a school she is not affiliated with before her application can
be approved.

Chairperson Thompson stated that the Real Estate Commission Members should visit the
CT Real Estate Education providers to take a closer look at the schools’ educational
process.

Commissioner Ells, Commissioner Kronen 2", and the vote carried to approve schools to

NEW BUSINESS

The Commission answered Rick Scott’s question regarding Commission Advance Payment to
companies. The Commission stated that he could pay the agents their portion of the commission,
and the agent can in turn pay the company, and he is not in violation. It was moved by
Commissioner Kronen, Commissioner Ogrodnik 2" and the vote carried to forward a
letter to him stating that he can pay the agent and the agent can pay the company.

Correspondence from the Toll Brothers Inc. requesting opinion of Sec.20-329 of the C.G.S. as to
whether project managers constitute “owners” under Section 20-329 so as to qualify for an
exemption from licensing under Section 20-311 of the C.G.S was reviewed

Marie Peterson Program Coordinator for Naugatuck Community College requesting to sit for the
Broker exam without the required pre-licensing education. It was moved by Commissioner
Vance, Commissioner Ells 2", and the vote carried to grant her the opportunity to take the
exam. Providing she takes 30 hours of the required Appraisal course and 30 hours of
related course from a school she is not affiliated with.

Information regarding the Office of Legislative Research. Acts Affecting Real Estate enacted
during the 2007 regular and special session (For informational purposes) was reviewed.

Odenwaler-Bensen, Michele Res. 0769658 Requesting license to be held in abeyance until she is
no longer in a position of conflict of interest. Licensed since 1/23/2004. It was moved by
Commissioner Keating, Commission Kronen 2", and the vote carried to hold her license
until she is no longer in a conflict of interest position, and she must apply, pay and take
continuing education requirements within six months of no longer having conflict of
interest position to have her license reinstated.

Murphy Jerome T. Res. Lapsed 5/31/2004 served as First Selectman of the Town of Brookfield,
CT. from December 2003 to December 2007. Gave up license in order to eliminate a possible
conflict of interest. It was moved by Commissioner Ells, Commissioner Kronen 2", and the
vote carried to approve him to receive his license.

Roland, Carolyn — Requesting to take the broker’s exam at least 2 additional times this year,
rather than waiting until fall of 2008. It was moved by Commissioner Kronen, Commissioner
Ogrodnik 2™, and the vote carried to grant Ms. Roland the opportunity to take the Real
Estate exam 2 additional times by 7/1/08.
