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KEY FINDINGS

Connecticut is one of the wealthiest states in the nation, but the residents of its five
largest cities (Bridgeport, Hartford, New Haven, Stamford, and Waterbury) live in some
of the most severe and concentrated pockets of poverty in the United States. These
residents also experience disproportionately higher rates of asthma morbidity, mortality,
and cost.

The five largest cities in Connecticut combine to make up 17.9% of the total population
in Connecticut, yet their residents accounted for:
0 37.2% of all asthma hospitalizations
= 34.7% for adults and 42.1% for children
o 37.9% of all asthma emergency department visits
» 36.1% for adults and 41.7% for children
0 30.1% of all asthma deaths
= 29.2% for adults and 52.6% for children

Residents of the five large cities were nearly 3 times more likely to be hospitalized (27.0
per 10,000 population vs. 9.9 per 10,000 population) or visited an emergency
department (136.6 per 10,000 population vs. 48.7 per 10,000 population) for their
asthma and 2 times more likely to die (24.3 per 1,000,000 population vs. 12.3 per
1,000,000 population) due to asthma when compared to residents from the rest of
Connecticut.

There were clear differences in the rates of hospitalization, emergency department visits,
and death due to asthma by sex, age group, and race/ethnicity, and these differences
still exist after controlling for where the residents lived (five large cities or rest of
Connecticut). Children, adult women, Hispanics, and non-Hispanic blacks experienced
higher rates of asthma morbidity in the five large cities.

On an annual basis, the residents of the five large cities combine to account for $17
millions on hospitalization charges and $6 millions on emergency department visit
charges, totaling $23 millions or over 37% of Connecticut total hospitalization and
emergency department visit charges due to asthma.

Three out of four (74.5%) asthma hospitalizations by residents of the five large cities
were paid by public funds (Medicaid or Medicare), compared to about half (52.7%) by
residents from the rest of Connecticut. Two out of three (64.5%) asthma emergency
department visits by residents of the five large cities were paid by public funds,
compared to about two out of five (40.2%) by residents from the rest of Connecticut.
