SCHOOL ISSUES

South Dakota State University (SDSU) - Reqgistered Nurse and Licensed Practical Nurse Refresher Programs
Helen Smith, Nurse Consultant, reported that as of 07/01/2017, SDSU will no longer accept applicants
who hold a current consent order or agreement with their Board of Nursing. Applicants with prior
felony convictions will also no longer be accepted into the course.

Central Connecticut State University — Approval of Interim Chairperson of the Nursing Department
Meg Lewvis and Catherine Thomas were present from Central Connecticut State University to discuss
a request for approval of Dr. Thomas as interim director of the Department of Nursing.
