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PART 1I-SCOPE OF SERVICES, CONTRACT PERFORMANCE, BUDGET, REPORTS, AND OTHER
PROGRAM-SPECIFIC PROVISIONS

The Contractor shall provide the following specific services for the SOCIAL SERVICES BLOCK
GRANT (SSBG) PROGRAM and agrees to comply with the terms and conditions set forth as required
by the Department, including but not limited to the requirements and measurements for scope of
services, contract performance, quality assurance, reports, terms of payment, and budget. No
provisions shall be contained in this Part I that negate, supersede, or contradict any provision of Part I1,
In the event of such inconsistency between Part I and Part 1L, the provisions of Part IT shall control.,

A. FEDERAL REQUIREMENTS:

‘Throughout the term of this contract, the Contractor will ensure that funds made available under this
contract will be used to support initiatives designed to assist the clients served as identified in Part I Sections
A3 and 4 of this contract. Documentation of goals and objectives will be included in the required Progress
Narrative reports desctibed in Part I, Section H.1 of this contract. The objective of these initiatives shall
include but are not limited to:

Achieving or maintaining economic self-support to prevent, reduce, or eliminate dependency;
Achieving or maintaining self-sufficiency, including reduction or prevention of dependency;

Preventing or remedying neglect, abuse, or exploitation of children and adults unable to protect their
own interests; ot preserving, rehabilitating, ot reuniting familtes;

Preventing or reducing inappropriate institutional care by providing for community-based care, home-
based care, or other forms of less intensive care; and

Secuting referral or admission for institntional care when other forms of care are not appropriate ot
providing services to individuals in insttutions.

The Contractor may not use SSBG funds or incur any related costs for services provided under this
contract for any of the following:

B. DESCRIPIION OF SERVICES

1. The U.S. Department of Health and Human Services provides funding of the Social Services Block Grant
(“SSBG”). SSBG-funded programs are identified by the Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance number
93.067. Funding from the State’s allotient of the SSBG as provided by the Department to the
Contractor will be used in general hut not limited to the goals and objectives defined in Part T Section B
of this contract.

2. 'Throughout this contract term, the Contractor will provide the following SSBG services (hereinafter
referred to as the “Program™) designed in accordance with the SSBG objectives as uniformly defined and
approved by the Iederal Department of Health and Human Services 45 CFR Part 96, Appendix A, as
may be amended:

a. “Case Management Services are those services or activities for the arrangement, coordination,
and monitoring of services to meet the needs of individuals and families. Component services and
activities shall include but are not limited to, individual setvice plan development; counseling;
monitosing, developing, securing, and coordinating scrvices; monitoring and evaluating client
progress; and assuring that clients’ rights are protected.”

b.  “Counseling Services arc those services or activities that apply therapeutic (or remedial)
processes to personal, family, situational, or occupational problems in order to bring about a
positive resolution of the problem or improved individual or family functioning or circumstances.
Problem arcas include but are not limited to family and marital relationships, parent-child
prohlems, or suhstance abuse.”

3.  Target Population

a.  The Contractor agrees to provide Program services to “vulnerable” individuals and families with
special emphasis to serve those groups which are less able than others to care for themselves (e.p.
special needs children, youth and eldetly). “Vulnerable” or “at-risk” individuals and families are
defined as those which exhibit one or more of the following conditions (hot presented m any ranked
order):

i Economically disadvantaged (unemployed, under-employed, or low-income);

i Physically, mentally, neurological, or developmentally disabled,;

i Abused or neglected {e.g. sexual assault victims, abused or exploited children and elderly);

tv In need of language translation and culture-based awareness assistance or technical immigration
assistance;
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v In need of drug or alcohol services;

vi Inneed of family planning services;

vii In need of mental health support services (c.g distressed families or individuals who may be at
tisk of instituionalization);

viii In need of supportive services to remain in the community;

ix  Innced of shelter assistance.

Number of Individuals Served: Throughout the term of this contract, the Contractor shall provide
Program setvices to at least one Aundred twenty nine (129) unduplicated individuals. The Target
Population and the individuals served under this contract will hereinafter be referred to as “clients”.

Income eligibility requirements: The Contractor will provide Program services to clients who have
repotted incomes at or below 150% of the Federal poverty income guidelines, except that the following
Program services (if applicable to this contract} will use the following income guidelines:

i Protective Services for Adults, Protective Services for Children, Independent and Transitional
Living, Family Planning, Information and Referral will be provided without regard to income.

ii  Services to families with children who are eligible for Temporary Assistance to Needy Families
(TANF) will be provided to clients who have reported incomes at or below 200% of the federal
poverty guidelines.

Program Coordination: For Employment and Training services and activities provided under this
contract (if applicable), the Contractor will coordinate such Program activities with the local ‘One-Stop’
systern with the priorities and requirements established by the workforce investment systems established
by the Regional Workforce Development Board{s) under the Workforce Investment Act of 1998,

Throughout this contract term, the Contractor agrees to provide for clients the following activities to
suppott the Program services as desctibed above in Part I Section A.1 of this contrace:

a.  Client Services: Client services may include but are not limited to counseling, crisis intervention,
ongeing assessments, goal planning, life-skills training, monitoring and encouraging client progress,
assistance with obtaining housing, referrals to additional community suppozt services including
treatment or other services, 'I'he Contractor may also provide transportation assistance, job
readiness training, cducation, and cmployment assistance, income management and daily living skills
Lraining,

b.  Client Assessments: The Contractor will collect basic information tegarding cach client through the
initial intake process. Such information may include but not be limited to, age, marital status, family
size, race, ethnicity, major source of income, housing status, ecmployment status, educaton history,
history of substance abuse, and mental and physical health.

c.  Action Plan: The Action Plan is a mutually apreed upon tool, developed between the Contractor
and client as a result of the client intake assessment. The Action Plan shall be used to identify any
impediments toward addressing the clients’ Program service(s) needs and establish such goals as
permanent housing, access to health care, mental health care and addiction services, and information
and referral services. The Contractor will review and update the Action Plan at least once every 6
months during the contract period. The Contractor will maintain ‘case notes’ for each client as an
on-going record of client assessments. Referrals to additional social services will occur as result of
the client nceds’ assessments and Action Plan reviews.
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CLIENT-BASED OUTCOMES AND MEASURES: The Contractor will implement the Program and
services described herein to result in the following outcomes on behalf of the clients in the Program. “Lhe
Department will monitor progress towards achieving outcome results pursuant to these terms and conditions.
Qutcomes shall be measured in the manner described herein and documented in the programmatic and statistical
reports provided by the Contractor and submitted to the Department

to 5:00 p.m., during the contract period. The Contractor will provide Outreach & Employment services
at their Waurepan office at 303 Putnatn Road, Wauregan, CT 06387. Standard Program hours of
operation will be Monday through Friday, 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. The Contractor will provide
Safeguarding Program services at 1007 North Main Strect, Dayville, CT 06241, 132 Manstield Avenue,
Willimantic, CT 06226, 303 Putnam Road, Wauregan, CT' 06387, and 233 Route 6, Columbia, CT 06237.
Standard Program hours of operation are 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. during the contract period.

3. 'The Contractor’s administrative office is located at 1007 N. Main St., Dayville, CT 06241.
4. The Contractor will convene full Board of Directors meetings at least 3 times during the contract period.

5. The Contractor agrees to develop and maintain policies relative to personnel. Said personnel policies shall
be maintained at the Contractot’s location in the Contractor’s files and be made available to the
Department as requested by the Department, its representatives and its agents. The Contractor further
agrees to submit a copy of its personnel policies to the Department, if requested, within ten days of
receipt of such request.

E. PROGRAM EVALUATION:

The Contractor agtees to conduct an annual self-assessment. The Contractor's Board of Directors will annually
monitor the SSBG-funded Program to assess goals, progress, and effectiveness and will produce a report with
recommendations to the Contractor's staff. This report will be made available to the Department's Program
representative at the ime of the annual Department on-site review. Clients will participate in the Program’s
evaluation process by completing the Contractor’s service satisfaction surveys. The Contractor will include as
sumunaty of such surveys completed in the evaluation report described herein.

F. QUALITY ASSURANCE COMPLIANCE:

1. The Contractor agrees to comply with any and all applicable regulations adopted by the Department or
other departments pursuant to the services provided under this contract and, as applicable, require that atl
pertinent subcontractors comply as well.

2. The performance of the Contractor, and any applicable subcontractors, shall be reviewed and evaluated at
least annually by Department staff. Such reviews and evaluations may be performed by cxamination of
client recotds, service logs, other documents and repotts, and a meeting(s) with Contractor staff and/ot
clicnts and Board members. Site visits will be conducted at funded facilities and program sites
administered by the Contractor.

= Changes To The Contract, Termination, Cancellation and Expiration (Section D) — specifically
Contractor Changes and Assignment; and

= Statutory and Regulatory Compliance (Section E).

4. The Contractor agrees to be responsible to the Department for the performance of any subcontractor.
The establishment of a subcontractor relationship shall not relieve the Contractor of any responsibility or
liability under this contract. The Contractor shall bear full responsibility, without recourse to the
Department for their performance.

5. The Contractor shall retain the Department’s written approval and each subcontract in the contract file.

6. Absent compliance with this section, no Contractor Party expense related to the use of a subcontractor
will be paid or reimbursed by the Department unless the Department, in its sole discretion, waives
compliance with the requirements of this section. In otder to be effective, any waiver of the requirements
of this section must be in writing and signed by the Agency Head or such other Department employee
appointed by the Agency Head pursuant to Section 4 — 8 of the Connecticut General Statutes. The
Depattment, in its discretion, may limit or condition any waiver of these requirements as it deems
approptiate, including, for example, by limiting the dollar amount or any waiver, requiting proof that the
subcontractor provided services under the contract, by requiring that any federal requirements under any
federal grant program arc satisficd, and/or requiting proof that the Contractor utilize the funds paid
under the contract to promptly pay the subcontractor for services rendered.

H. PROGRAMMATIC/STATISTICAL REPORTING:

1. The Contractor will submit to the Department completed quarterly statistical reports in a format and on a
schedule to be determined by the Department.

2. The Contractor will submit such required Program reports to the Departinent’s Program represcntative
located at the Office of Community Services, Department of Social Services, 25 Sigourney Street, Hartford,
CT 006106.

I. FINANCIAL REPORTING:

1. The Contractor will submit to the Department quarterly fiscal reports on IDSS8-304 and DDSS-305 forms
within 30 days following the end of each quartetly period. The final fiscal report is due within 60 days
following the end of the entire contract period.

2. The Contractor will submit such required financial reports to the Department’s Program representative
located at the Office of Community Services, Department of Social Scrvices, 25 Sigourney Street,
Hartford, CT' 06106.

3. Interest: Any interest catned by the Contractor as a result of payments authorized by the Depattment
shall be reported to the Depattment by the Contractor on the next Quarterly Financial Report submitted
after that interest income is earned. The Contractor agrees to foltow the Department’s direction as to the
disposition of such interest income.
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BUDGET AND PAYMENT PROVISIONS:

The Department agrees to pay for the services provided and as described under this contract at an
amount not to exceed $72,357.00 for the contract period January 1, 2014 through September 30, 2014.

The Contractor agrees to utilize Department funds in accordance with the budget included herein.

The Contractor will submit written requests for payment on a quarterly basis on a DSS W-1270 Form o
the Department’s Program representative located at the Office of Community Services, Department of
Social Services, 25 Sigourney Street, I Tartford, CT' 06106, Requests for payment will be honoted and
funds released based on submission by the Contractor, with review and acceptance by the Department, of
quatterly financial reports; the availability of funds; and the Contractor’s satisfactory compliance with the
terms of the contract.

When the Department’s review of any financial report or on-site examination of the Contractor’s financial
records indicate that under expenditure or under utilization of contract funds is likely to occur by the end
of the contract year, the Depattment may, with advance notice to the Contractor, alter the payment
schedule for the balance of the contract period.

Surplus/Excess Payments: In the event the Department has advanced funds to the Contractor ot
overpaid the Contractor, the Contractor shall at the end of the contract period, or eatlier if the contracr is
terminated, return to the Department in full any unexpended funds within 30 days; or such unexpended
funds may, at the discretion of the Commissioner of the Department, be carried over and used as part of
a new contract period if a new similar contract is executed.

K. BUDGET VARIANCE

The Contractor may transfer funds from one category to another (except for equipment) in the agreed
upon and approved budget for a single component without prior notification to the Departiment under
the following conditions:

a.  The amount by which a single category except for salaries or wages may be increased may not exceed
20% of the approved amount. This applics only to category amounts in the formally approved
budget and subscquently approved budget revisions. Budget flexibility is to be applied to each
component separately and is not to be computed on the composite budget itemns;

b.  The Contractor may vary an individual salaty or wage by no more than 15% of the approved
amountt;

c.  The number of people or the percentage of tine charged to a job classification may be increased,
provided this does not exceed the flexibility cited above; and/or

d.  "lThe Contractor may not make any transfer under this procedure which involves any of the categorics
or kinds of expenditures specifically listed below.

All such transfers shall be reflected on the next submitted financial report.
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2. The Depattment requites the following changes in approved program budgets to have prior written
Department approval by a formal budget revision:
a. The purchasc of an item of equipment not approved in the original budget;
b. A transfer which involves an increase of an approved category amount by more than 20%;

c. A transfer which involves an increase in salary or wages by more than 15%;

d.  Any increase in compensation for services under a third party contract;
e.  Any transfer of funds [rom one component to another; and/or

£ Any transfer of budgeted program income or food reimbursement.
The Department will respond to a properly executed request within 45 calendar days of receipt.

3. No budget revisions proposed by the Contractor may be submitted later than 45 calendar days before the
contract has ended, except that the Department may entertain, at any time, a budget revision for the
putpose of increasing funds for the audit of the program. The final financial report will show all category
overtuns. Costs incurred after the end of the budget period shall be disallowed except where the
Department has cxpressly approved in writing and in advance.

L. PROCEDURE FOR TERMINATION. In addition to the provisions in Part IT of this contract, upon
delivery to the Contractor of a Notice of Termination specifying the naturc of the termination and the date upon
which such termination becomes effective the Contractor shall:

1. Stop work under the contract on the date and to the extent specified in the Notice of Termination.

2. If the Department so directs, terminate all subcontracts to the extent that they relate to the performance of
work tetminated by the Notice of "l'ermination or assign to the Department in the manner and to the extent
directed by the Department all of the right, title, and interest of the Contractor under the subcontracts not so
terminated, in which case the Department shall have the right, in its discretion, to scttle or pay any and all
claims arising out of the termination of such subcontracts.

3. Complete the performance of the work that has not been terminated by the Notice of Termination.
4. Be entitled to payment for services rendered through the effective date of termination.

“Contract” shall mean this apreement, as of its cffective date, between the Contractor and the State [ot

managers, principal officers, representatives, agents, servants, consultants, employees or any onc of them
or any other person or entity with whom the Contractor is in privity of oral ot written contract {e.g.
subcontractor) and the Contractor intends for such other person or entity to perform under the Contract
in any capacity.  For the purpose of this Contract, vendors of support services, not otherwise known as
human scrvice providers ot educators, shall not be considered subcontractors, e.g. lawn care, unless such
activity is consideted part of a training, vocational or educational program.

“Data” shall mean all results, technical information and matetials developed and/or obtained in the
performance of the Scrvices hereunder, including but not limited to all reports, sutvey and evaluation tools,
sutveys and cvaluations, plans, charts, recordings (video and/or sound), pictures, curricula, electronically
prepared presentations, public awareness or prevention campaign materials, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs and printouts, notes and metmnoranda, and documents, whether finished
or unfinished, which result from or atc prepared in connection with the Services performed hereunder.

“Day” shall mean all calendar days, other than Saturdays, Sundays and days designated as national or
State of Connecticut holidays upon which banks in Connecticut are closed.

“Expiration” shall mean an end to the Contract due to the completion in full of the mutual
erformances of the patties or due to the Contract’s term being completed.

“Force Majeure” shall mean events that materially affect tbe Services or the time schedule within which
to perforin and are outside the control of the party asserting that such an event has occurred, including,
but not litnited to, labot troubles unrelated to the Contractor, failure of or inadequate permanent power,
unavoidable casualties, fire not caused by the Contractor, extraordinary weather conditions, disasters,
riots, acts of God, insutrection or war.
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1. “Personal Information® shall mean any name, number or other information that may be used, alone or

Coverage shall include Premises and Operations, Independent
Contractors, Products and Completed Operations, Contractual Liability, and Broad Form Property
Damage coverage. If a general aggrepate is used, the general agprepate limit shall apply separately to
the services to be performed under this Contract or the general aggrepate limit shall be twice the
occurrence limit;

(b) Automobile Liability. $1,000,000 combined single limit per accident for bodily injury. Coverage
extends to owned, hired and non-owned automobiles. If the vendor/contractor does not own an
automobile, but one is used in the execution of this Contract, then only hired and non-owned
coverage is required. If a vehicle is not used in the execution of this Contract then automobile
coverage is not requited.

(¢} Professional Liability. $1,000,000 limit of liability, if applicable; and/or

(d) Workers’ Compensation and Employers Liability. Statutory coverage in compliance with the
Compensation laws of the State of Connecticut. Coverage shall include Employer’s Liability with
minimum limits of $100,000 each accident, $500,000 Disease — Policy limit, $100,000 each employee.

Choice of Law/Choice of Forum, Settlement of Disputes, Claims Against the State.

(a) The Contract shall be deemed to have been made in the City of Hartford, State of Connecticut.
Both Parties agree that it is fair and reasonable for the validity and construction of the Contract to
be, and it shall be, governed by the laws and coust decisions of the State of Connecticut, without giving
effect to its principles of conflicts of laws. To the extent that any immunities provided by federal law or
the laws of the State of Connecticut do not bat an action against the State, and to the extent that these
courts are courts of competent jurisdiction, for the purpose of venue, the complaint shall be made
returnable to the Judicial District of Hartford only ot shall be brougbt in the United States District
Court for the District of Connecticut only, and shall not be transferred to any other coutt, provided,
however, that nothing here constitutes a waiver or compromise of the sovereign immunity of the State
of Connecticut. The Contractor waives any objection which it may now have or will bave to the laying
of venue of any Claims in any forum and further irrevocably submits to such jurisdiction in any sui,
action or proceeding.

(b) Any dispute concerning the interpretation ot application of this Contract shall be decided by the
Agency Head or his/her designee whose decision shall be final, subject to any rights the Contractor
may have pursuant to state law. In appealing a dispute to the Agency Head pursuant to tlus section,
the Contractor shall be afforded an opportunity to be heard and to offer evidence in support of its
appeal. Pending final resolution of a dispute, the Contractor and the Agency shall proceed diligently
with the performance of the Contract.

(¢} The Contractor agrees that the sole and exclusive means for the presentation of any claim against the
State arising from this Contract shall be in accordance with Title 4, Chapter 53 of the Connecticut

(a) pertincent local, state and federal laws and regulations as well as Agency policics and procedures
applicable to contractor’s programs as specified in this Contract. The Apgency shall notify the

Representations and Warranties. Contractor shall;

(c) adhete to all contractual sections cnsuring the confidentiality of all Records that the Contractor has
access to and are exempt from disclosure under the State’s Freedom of Information Act or othet
applicable laxw.

Reports. The Contractor shall provide the Agency with such statistical, financial and programmatic
information necessary to monitor and cvaluate compliance with the Contract. All requests for such
information shall comply with all applicable state and federal confidentiality laws., The Contractor shall
provide the Agency with such reports as the Agency requests as required by this Contract.

Delinquent Reports. The Contractor shall submit tequited repotts by the designated due dates as
identified in this Contract. After notice to the Contractor and an opportunity for a meeting with an Agency
representative, the Agency reserves the right to withhold payments for services performed under this
Contract if the Agency has not received acceptable progress repotts, expenditure reports, refunds, and/or
audits as required by this Contract or previous contracts for similar or equivalent services the Contractor has
entered into with the Agency. This section shall survive any ‘l'ermination of the Contract or the Expiration
of its term.

Record Keeping and Access. The Contractor shall maintain books, Records, docutnents, program and
individual service records and other evidence of its accounting and billing procedures and practices which
sufficiently and propetly reflect all direct and indirect costs of any nature incurred in the petformance of this
Contract. These Records shall be subject at all reasonable times to monitoring, inspection, review or audit by
authorized employees or agents of the State or, where applicable, federal agencies. The Contractor shall
retain all such Records concerning this Contract for a period of three (3) years after the completion and
submission to the State of the Contracror’s annual financial andit.

Protection of Personal Information.

() Contractor and Contractot Parties, at their own cxpense, have a duty to and shall protect from a
Personal Information Breach any and all Personal Information which they come to possess or
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control, wherever and however stored or maintained, in a commercially reasonable manner in

Lach Contractor or Contractor Party shall implement and maintain a comprehensive data security
program for the protection of Personal Information. The safcguards contained in such program
shall be consistent with and comply with the safeguards for protection of Personal Information, and
information of a similar character, as set forth in all applicable federal and state law and written policy
of the Department or State concerning the confidentiality of Personal Information. Such data-security
program shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

(1} A security policy for employees related to the storage, access and transportation of data containing
Personal Information;

(2} Reasonable restrictions on access to records containing Personal Infotmation, including access to
any locked storage where such records are kept;

(3) A process for reviewing policies and security measutes at least annually;

{4)  Creating secure access controls to Personal Information, including but not limited to passwords;

Such
credit monitoring or protection plans shall be approved by the State in accordance with this Section
and shall cover a length of time commensurate with the circumstances of the Personal Information
Breach. The Contractors’ costs and expenses for the credit monitoring and protection plan shall not
be recoverable from the Department, any State of Connecticut enlity or any alfected individuals,

The Contractor shall incorporate the requircments of this Section in all subcontracts requiring each
Contractor Party to safepuard Personal Information in the same manner as provided for in this
Section.

Nothing in this Secton shall supetsede in any manner Contractor’s or Contractor Party’s ohlipations
pursuant to HIPAA or the provisions of this Conteact concerning the obligations of the Contractor
as a Business Associate of the Department.

Workforce Analysis, The Contractor shall provide a wotkforce Analysis Affirmative Action report related

after becoming aware or after they should have become aware of any such Claims. Disclosure shall
be in writing.

The Contractor shall provide written Notice to the Agency of any final decision by any tibunal or state
or federal agency or court which is adverse to the Contractor or which results in a settlement,
compromise or claim or agreement of any kind for any action or proceeding brought against the
Contractor or its employee or agent under the Americans with Disabilitics Act of 1990 as revised ot
amended from time to time, Executive Orders Nos. 3 & 17 of Governor Thomas J. Meskill and any
other requirements of federal or state law concerning equal employment opportunities or
nondiscriminatory practices.

Sovereign Immunity. The Contractor and Contractor Parties acknowledge and agree that nothing in the
Contract, or the solicitation leading up to the Contract, shall be construed as a modification, comptromise
or waiver by the State of any rights or defenses of any immunities provided by Federal law ot the laws of
the State of Connecticut to the State or any of its officers and employees, which they may have had, now
have or will have with respect to all matters arising out of the Contract. To the extent that this Section
conflicts with any other Section, this Section shall govern.

If the partics fail to negotiate an implementation schedule,
then the Agency may terminate the Contract effective no eatlier than sixty (60) Days from the darte thar
the Contractor receives written notification of I'ermination and the date that work under this Contract
shall cease.

Contractor Changes and Assignment.

The Agency may also require, and the
Contractor shall deliver, a financial statement showing that solvency of the Contractor is tnaintained.
The death of any Contractor Party, as applicable, shall not release the Contractor from the obligation
to perform under the Contract; the surviving Contractor Partics, as appropriate, must continue to
perform under the Contract until performance is fully completed.

Assignment. The Contractor shall not assign any of its rights or obligations under the Contract,
voluntarily or otherwise, in any manner without the priot written consent of the Apency.

(1} The Contractor shall comply with requests for documentation deemed to be appropriate by the
Agency in considering whether to consent to such assignment.

{2} The Agency shall notify the Contractor of its decision no later than forty-five (45) Days [rom
the date the Agency receives all requested documentation.

(3) The Agency may void any assignment made without the Agency’s consent and deem such
assignment to be in violation of this Section and to be in Breach of the Contract. Any cancellation
of this Contract by the Agency for a Breach shall be without prejudice to the Agency’s or the
State’s rights o possible claims against the Contractor.

If either party Breaches this Contract in any respect, the non-breaching party shall provide written
notice of the Breach to the breaching party and afford the breaching party an opportunity to cure
within ten (10) Days from the date that the breaching party receives the notice.

The
tight to cure period shall be extended if the non-breaching party is satisfied that the breaching party
is making a good faith effort to cure, but the nature of the Breach is such that it cannot be cured
within the right to cure period.

(¢) Theacton of the Agency shall be considered final. Tf at any step in this process the Contractor fails to
comply with the procedure and, as applicable, the mutually agreed plan of correction, the Agency may
proceed with Breach remedies as listed under this section.

Non-enforcement Not to Constitute Waiver. No waiver of any Breach of the Contract shall be
interpreted ot deemmed to be a waiver of any othet or subsequent Breach. All remedies afforded in the
Contract shall be taken and construed as cumnulative, that is, in addition to every other remedy provided in
the Contract or at law or in equity. A party’s failure to insist on strict performance of any section of the
Contract shall only be deemed to be a waiver of rights and remedies concerning that specific instance of
petformance and shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any subsequent rights, remedies or Breach.

Suspension. If the Agency determines in its sole discretion that the health and welfare of the Clients or
public safety is being adversely affected, the Agency may immediately suspend in whole or in patt the
Contract without prior notice and take any action that it deems to be necessary or appropriate for the benefit
of the Clients. The Agency shall notify the Contractor of the specific reasons for taking such action in
writing within five (5) Days of immediate suspension. Within five (5) Days of receipt of this noticc, the
Contractor may request in writing a mecting with the Agency Head or designee. Any such meeting shall be
held within five (5) Days of the written request, or such later time as is mutually agreeable to the parties. At
the meeting, the Contractor shall be given an opportunity to present information on why the Agency’s
actions should be reversed or modified. Within five (5) Days of such meeting, the Agency shall notify the
Contractor in writing of his/her decision upholding, reversing or modifying the action of the Agency head or
designee.

Such Recosds are deemed to be the
propetty of the Agency and the Contractor shall deliver them to the Agency no later than thirty (30)
days after the Termination of the Contract or fifteen (15) days after the Contractor receives a written
request from the Agency for the specified records whichever is less. The Contractor shall deliver those
Records that exist in electronic, magnetic or other intangible form in a non-proprietary format, such as,
but not limited to ASCIT or .TXT.

The Agency may terminate the Contract at any time without ptior notice when the funding for the
Contract is no longet available.

The Contractor shall deliver to the Agency any deposits, prior payment, advance payment or down
payment if the Contract is terminated by either party or cancelled within thirty (30) days after receiving
demand from the Agency. The Contractor shall return to the Agency any funds not expended in
accordance with the terms and conditions of the Contract and, if the Contractor fails to do so upon
demand, the Agency may recoup said funds from any future payments owing under this Contract or
any other contract between the State and the Contractor. Allowable costs, as detailed in audit findings,
incurred until the date of termination or cancellation for operation or transition of program(s) under
this Contract shall not be subject to recoupment.
