To ensure the case mix system can continue uninterrupted, DSS will mandate the filing of 
the Optional State Assessment (OSA). 

The DRAFT MDS Item sets have removed certain MDS elements (most 
specifically section G) necessary for RUG IV classification.  



OPTIONAL STATE ASSESSMENT (OSA) 

 
An optional assessment has been created to have a mechanism to collect RUG IV 
MDS items by states due to the retirement of the Medicare PPS assessments. 
 
 
The OSA MDS item set contains only RUG-III and RUG-IV items. 
 
 
 
Important OSA Dates: 
 
• 4/1/2020 – OSA can be voluntarily submitted. 
• 9/1/2020 – OSAs will be required to be completed and filed in conjunction 

with each federally required assessment. 
• 10/1/2020 – Required OSA filings for assessment reference dates (ARDs) on 

or after this date will be utilized for rate setting purposes.
