an amount to meet the basic needs of the individual to the extent that it is equivalent to:

the MNIL for one person for an individual who is eligible under the model waiver;






(
200% of the Federal Poverty Level for an individual eligible under the PAS or DMR waiver;





b.
an amount diverted to meet the needs of eligible family members who are in the home to the extent of increasing their income to the MNIL which corresponds to the number of members;





c.
Medicare and other health insurance premiums.





d.
expenses recognized as medical costs for which the recipient is currently liable, and which are not covered by Medicaid.




2.
Recalculate the income to be contributed to the cost of care whenever there is a change in income or deductions.
