Not an Entitlement Program




The State Medical Assistance for Illegal Immigrants program is not an entitlement program, and benefits are provided only within available appropriations.




B.
Cost-Effectiveness




1.
Only the medical services received by the illegal immigrant in the long-term care facility, and an allowance for personal needs, are covered under this program, and only if such services are an appropriate and cost-effective alternative to the continuation of acute care or psychiatric hospitalization.





2.
Services provided by the acute care or psychiatric hospital are not covered under this program.  However, the illegal immigrant may be eligible for Medicaid if such services are determined to be of an emergency nature.
