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Except for the following, the calculation of benefits and benefit issuance in the State-Funded Food Stamp program are the same as in the federal Food Stamp program.  (Cross References - 6000 and 6505) 




A.
Calculation of Benefits
1. When all the members of household are lawfully-admitted non-citizens who are ineligible for federal Food Stamps, the amount of benefits is calculated as if the household were eligible for federal Food Stamps.  The calculated benefit amount is then reduced by 25%. 





2.
When all of the household members would be mandatory inclusions in a federal Food Stamp assistance unit but some members do not qualify as eligible non-citizens, the amount of the State-Funded benefit is calculated as the difference between:






a.
the benefit amount if the members of the State-Funded and the federal Food Stamp assistance units were included in the same assistance unit; and

b. the benefit amount for the federal Food Stamp assistance unit.   


c. the calculated difference is then reduced by 25%.  




B.
Benefit Issuance




1.
When the household has an existing Electronic Benefit Transfer (EBT) account, the State-Funded Food Stamp benefit is deposited in the 






head of household's food account.  





2.
When the household does not have an existing EBT account, one is created and the State-Funded Food Stamp benefit is deposited into the food account.
