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Child Support Payments
1. Child support disregard payments are deposited to either an EBT or bank account when the payments are collected by the DSS Bureau of Child Support Enforcement.

2. Payments, or any portions of payments, which are made toward an arrearage are not subject to the disregard and are not passed through to the participant.

3. The total current child support payments are counted to determine total family income and initial eligibility for an extension.

4. Child support payments received before the month in which the Assignment of Support Rights agreement takes effect are counted, minus the disregard, as unearned income in calculating the amount of benefits.

5. Child support payments made in any month in which the Assignment of Support Rights agreement is in effect are:

a. made directly to the DSS Bureau of Child Support Enforcement; or

b. turned over to the DSS Bureau of Child Support Enforcement, if received directly by the assistance unit.

6. Child support payments made in any month in which the Assignment of Support Rights agreement is in effect are not counted as income in calculating benefits and, except for the disregard, retained by the state as recovery for assistance paid.

7. When current child support payments exceed the family’s monthly TFA benefits plus fifty dollars, the current child support shall be paid to the family and TFA benefits shall be suspended.  In addition, if current child support payments continue to exceed the TFA benefit plus fifty dollars in the subsequent month, TFA benefits will be discontinued.

8. The effective date of the Assignment of Support Rights is the first day of the month following the month in which assistance is granted.
