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Recovery is the process of collecting repayment of TFA benefits which were correctly paid to assistance units.  Repayment can be made from adult members of the assistance unit or from a person who was legally liable for the support of a person who received assistance from the Department.  This chapter describes the situations under which the Department recovers benefits paid to or on behalf of an assistance unit, and the methods used to make such recoveries.  This chapter also describes how the amount of the recovery is determined.  The subjects covered in this chapter include the following:
