The national standards are a result of the work of the National 

Coalition for Core Arts Standards (NCCAS), this website launched in June 2014 contains arts 

standards for five disciplines: Dance, Media Arts, Music, Theatre, and Visual Arts. 

 

National Core Arts Standards Conceptual Framework (May 2014) – This document provides 

an overview of the grounding philosophy, primary goals, dynamic processes, structures, and 

outcomes that shape student learning and achievement in the five arts disciplines.
