2018 PSAT for Alliance and CTECS Districts and 2019 AP Exam Fees for All Low-Income Students

The CSDE will cover the cost for the October 2018 administration of the PSAT for Grade 11 students who attend Alli-
ance Districts and Connecticut Technical Education and Career System (CTECS). Additionally, the CSDE and College
Board will cover the entire cost of the 2019 Advanced Placement (AP) exam fees for all low-income students who
attend public school in Connecticut.

The CSDE has a process with the College Board to redirect bill the CSDE for Grade 11 students who take the October
2018 PSAT from Alliance and CTECS districts. Schools don’t need to do anything other than test the students and the
billing will take care of itself. However, please make sure that Grade 11 students properly grid their year of graduation
(YOG) on the PSAT answer sheet. Mis-grids and blank YOG will result in your school getting billed for those stu-
dents. Please order the exams as you would normally do. If you have any questions, contact Michelle Rosado.
